The 

information needs to be as 

detailed as possible and 

have at least one witness 

or the person they're re-

porting needs to be aware of 

it. From there on I escalate 

to management where the 

report is reviewed and way 

forward gets discussed, 

whether it be a hearing, 

warning, etc. 

Q: Are we protected af-

ter reporting an incident/

crime in the workplace? 

A: Everyone is protected 

after reporting a crime as 

long as the above mentioned 

is followed .
